A Message From the Town Center Administration 

 
Dear Town Center Parents & Guardians,  

 
The start of spring weather and the recent honoring of Memorial Day with the extended 

weekend begin to signal that the final days of school are upon us. We have heard from 

some of you about the more energetic nature of our students as their bodies and minds 

want to be focused on more fun activities. The focus on learning activities and 

maintaining a sense of routine are critical during the final month of school. Please be 

assured that we seek to support your work with continued virtual learning at home. In 

that planning, we are considering the typical end of year activities that will provide a 

sense of normalcy and socialization.  

 
We have been actively engaged in planning for the end of year events. Events may take 

place in a virtual format, but we are seeking to honor many of our traditions creating 

new formats for celebration with students. Virtual Field Day activities have been 

scheduled for June 12, a​ ​separate communication​ on that event is included with this 

correspondence. Individual classroom activities that foster positive and fun interaction 

have been planned and will be addressed by teachers. Communication for those 

transitioning between schools is being prepared in virtual formats and will be sent to 

students and parents for viewing. We remain focused on high levels of engagement for 

a positive culture for classes and the school as a whole.  

 
The focus on socialization and fun is important, but is also a component of learning. To 

that end, learning activities will continue through the last week of school in the same 

format utilized in recent weeks. It is critical that students remain engaged with their 

learning, their teachers and their peers. We ask for your continued support in 

maintaining routines with ongoing participation in learning activities.  

  
Preparations are underway for the retrieval and drop-off of items at school and more 

detailed information about the process will follow. We are considering multiple days for 

the drop-off and pick-up of materials. You can begin preparations now! Check with your 

child about any items that may need to be returned to school. For instance, library or 

http://www.west-windsor-plainsboro.k12.nj.us/newsroom/community_news/virtual_field_day___school-specific_information_
http://www.west-windsor-plainsboro.k12.nj.us/newsroom/community_news/virtual_field_day___school-specific_information_


classroom books and other such things.

We continue to be here to support you and want to assist you as needed. We have 

resources available to families in need. 

● Families who qualify for free or reduced meals are being supported by 

bi-monthly food distribution. If your circumstances have changed and you need 

assistance in this area, please contact the guidance counselor, nurse or building 

administrator.  

● Technology is another resource available. Families who are having difficulty with 

their school-issued device or for those families who need access to a device for 

their child, please complete this​ ​form​. Once you complete this form, you may 

report to High School North on Tuesday, Thursday or Friday between 11 a.m. 

and 2 p.m. to get the tech support or sign out a device. Please note: The form 

must be completed prior to going to High School North. You will not receive a 

notification to report to the high school; please go to High School North on the 

next Tuesday, Thursday or Friday following submission of the form.  

● In addition to the curriculum that is being provided virtually, we also support any 

student who is struggling with the circumstances and loss of being at school with 

peers and teachers. If your child is experiencing difficulty, please reach out to 

his/her teacher, guidance counselor, CST, or building administrator for support.
