Our current circumstances with virtual instruction have brought forth conversations 

around screen time. Students are spending more time on screens than ever before and 

it is important to consider other options during their free time. It is important to set 

family guidelines and to have conversations about appropriate times for other 

technology uses such as social media and video viewing. Our teachers continue to offer 

strategies that minimize the use of devices and consider other activities after 

instructional times have ended. Below is a brief list of possibilities: 

●  ​Read Aloud 

There is not enough to be said on the importance of shared reading with a child no 

matter the age or the proficiency of the child.​ ​Here​ ​are some read-aloud guidelines that 

may be helpful.

Board games and card games offer opportunities for family interaction, reinforce 

opportunities for conversation and can support a variety of other skills, including math
